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…marks a clash of power brokers, more than weak democracy.  One gradual solution spreads elections around the years of office.  Working from the top usually, a president is elected before the national legislature.  Then each state or district administrative office, like our governor, treasurer, etc, follows until time for state or district council elections.  Finally cities and counties, as we call them, have each of their elections successively from top down.  If Colorado did this we’d hold an election every other month leaving room for ballot initiatives.  Voters actually find small single race doses easier to swallow than our current frenzy and exhaustion.  Also, semi-permanent election hardware storage is cheaper to set up and staff regularly than rarely.  Yet some power brokers are less interested in leading a rising tide that makes them richer too, but not locally more powerful.
