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Labor, cities and states have large amounts of long term money they invest.  The Foreclosure Crisis collapsed the market bubble and the 1% grabbed much of those funds, but much remains.  Yet, the home and foreclosure markets are set to boom, while other markets languish.  Cities and states would make more in taxes if they limit their profits to a split with existing homeowners.  Labor might be people oriented enough to also split the profits with occupants, perhaps with a cost-plus arrangement for members.  Many endowing foundations may also like to keep their funds working to end the Foreclosure Crisis.  Other investors would likely come on board, some perhaps to avoid prosecution in creating the Foreclosure Crisis.

The hang-up is organizations to facilitate these investments.  Local realtors languish, know the field and would likely love the work.  Know that all but the most concerned investors want to ‘invest and forget.’  Local realtors know the state and local laws, and know the county clerks and procedures, as Mortgage Electronic Registry System, or MERS, never did.  Some realtors feel guilt and some are activists.  A mandate to split the profits in creating above-water refinancing and open records, which county clerks also require, should make oversight easy.
