MOBILE HOME PARK PAD LEASE LAW

SHOULD INCLUDE THE FOLLOWING LEGAL POINTS 
(Best example states in brackets)
1. Sell or change of use notice – first written notice to residents  
        

 [Model Law*—OR 365day wait period]
2. Right of first refusal (possible tax incentive for selling to residents) 

       

 [Model Law*—RI, CT, WA sunset 2018 ]
3. Licensing ownership of Mobile Home Parks (no “grandfathering”) 

       

[MA—also permit for discontinuing]
4. Limits to pad rent increases to less than 10% in a twelve-month period

· subject to revoked license, or at least license review [VT]
· penalty for retaliation behavior by owner [WV]
5. Minimum pad rent period (lease) of one year [WV]
6. “Just cause” for eviction [MA, OR 30-day written notice]
